**Although each teacher has individual classroom norms that are practiced, reviewed, and implemented in the classroom, all teachers at BMIS have expectations that are similar to the following general conduct rules:

Classroom/General Conduct Rules

1. Be respectful to all school personnel.

2. Follow directions the first time they are given.

3. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

4. Keep materials in their designated areas.

5. Materials not relating to learning are forbidden.

6. Students must be seated at their desks before the tardy bell rings.

7. Students must adhere to dress code. 

Restroom Procedures
1. Deposit all waste into appropriate containers
2. Wash hands after using restroom.
3. Respect property.
4. Enter and exit quietly.
5. Each teacher will monitor the number of students in the restroom at one time.
Tech and Enrichment Lab

1.  Teachers will ensure students’ hands are clean/free of food residue

2.  No food allowed in lab.
3.  Respect property.
4.  Only access sites only after instructed by teacher.
5.  Unauthorized site surfing will result in loss of computer time.
Uniform Policy

1. Comply with Baldwin County Uniform Policy

HALLWAY PROCEDURE

1. Walk on the third square in a single line

2. No talking in hall.
3. Keep hands and feet off walls.
4. Running is not permitted.

5. Students who are not with his/her entire class must have pass when outside of   

    class. 
Morning Cafeteria Procedures

1. All students will enter cafeteria without talking.
2. Be prepared to eat, read, or write quietly.

3. Students who are to take all utensils and condiments while in line (once lunch code is entered, returning to counter area is not permitted).
4. Turn in tray when you finish eating and then return to seat.

5. Students must keep hands, feet, and objects to themselves at all times.

6. Exit cafeteria with your homeroom teacher when instructed.

                                            Lunch Procedures        
1.  All students will enter and exit cafeteria without talking.

2.  Students will gather all utensils, condiments, and milk before entering their                                                     lunch numbers.

3. Students will eat first. Talking time will begin 10 minutes after last student is seated.  
 APPROXIMATE TALK TIMES  12:10-12:30 & 12:40- 1:OO 
4.  Trays will be deposited as each class leaves the cafeteria or the teacher may  assign a student to push receptacle.
5. Students will leave area clean. One student per class will be assigned to assist with 3 minute cleanup. 

Cafeteria Procedures (Afternoon Bus Riders)

1.   Sixth grade students will travel through fourth grade hall to cafeteria.
2.   Returning to classrooms will not be permitted.

3.   Students will sit in assigned seat (according to bus).

4.   Be prepared to read or work quietly and independently.

5.   Remain seated until instructed to line up. 
All students will be picked up by homeroom teacher at 7:35. During afternoon dismissal, Mrs. Liles will monitor foyer between 4th and 5th grade halls. Mrs. Gail Richardson will cover area near GEP room.* Bell schedule: 1st bell-7:45 Tardy Bell- 7:55.

Dismissal Schedule

1. Car riders will be dismissed at 2:45.
2. Walkers, including those who go to BMES, and Afterschool Care will be dismissed at 2:50.
3. First load bus students will be dismissed at 3:00. Fifth grade students will exit through doors near resource room. Sixth grade, first bell students will exit building through door near snack area. Sixth grade, second bell students will walk to cafeteria through fourth grade hall. 
4. Stockton and second bus load students will be dismissed at 3:05.
CAR RIDER AND BUS PROCEDURE
 Please observe our rules with the goal of student safety first and efficient traffic flow second.  STUDENT SUPERVISION BEGINS AT 7:15. Car riders will unload/load at the south end of the campus, near old high school building. Once unloaded, all car riders will walk on sidewalk to cafeteria unless inclement weather requires entry into school. During dismissal, car riders will exit near room 21. In the event of inclement weather, students will be directed to follow Plan B-entrance/exit through front entrance.  

Car riders will be dismissed beginning at 2:45.  Parents who pick up students from the school after 3:15 will have to pick up student from office 

       Bus riders are assigned to a specific bus. Please do not request that your child ride another bus for convenience purposes. This tends to create occasional bus overloads that are extremely dangerous. Written request are required to change your child’s mode of travel. Written requests will be forwarded to the principal for approval. Any requests for a change in your child’s normal car rider/bus schedule must be made prior to 1 p.m.  Requests after 1 p.m. may result in changes not being forwarded. 

BUS CONDUCT RULES
Do not eat or drink on the bus.

Keep head, hands, and feet out of the aisle and inside the bus.

Stay seated while the bus is moving.

*School officials maintain the authority to administer any of the following consequences as deemed appropriate based on the severity of the offense. *

ON CAMPUS SUSPENSION  (OCS)
A student placed in OCS will report to school as usual.  The student will be escorted to OCS by OCS supervising personnel. The students are to report with all schoolbooks and snack.  The student will be segregated from the rest of the student population and complete all assignments before being readmitted back to class. Students will be given credit for all work done in OCS, although these assignments may vary somewhat from the regular classroom assign​ments.
OFF CAMPUS SUSPENSION
A student on Off Campus Suspension for the first time during an academic year, except for infractions involving drugs or alcohol, will be given opportunity to make up tests, but not daily assignments.  A student who has been on Off Campus Suspension more than once during the school year will not be allowed to make up any schoolwork and will receive zeros for all graded work.
MINOR INFRACTIONS
Infractions in this category, while not conducive to a well-run class​room or school, are not severe enough to warrant off campus suspen​sion (unless they are repetitious).

Possession of Electronic Devices                                                                                         Students are not permitted to have in their possession a pocket pager or electronic communication device at school or at a school function except for health or other extraordinary need and then only upon approval of the Superintendent of Education and the local principal. Examples include, but not limited to the following: IPOD, cell phones, GameBoy, Nintendo DS, etc. Any student found in violation of this policy shall be subject to suspension or expulsion.  Additionally, radios, CD players, and electronic games are not allowed at school.  These will be taken up by teachers and administrators and may be kept until the closing of the school year.
