	Uses  Reading Processes Effectively In Text 

at Second Grade or Higher Level

	· Predicts what text is about using prior knowledge, title, illustrations, and context clues

· Identifies a purpose for reading (e.g.) to find information, for pleasure)

· Uses context clues (meaning cues) to construct meaning when reading text (e.g. illustrations, diagrams, information in the story, titles, headings, captions)

· Uses structural cues to identify unknown words and construct meaning when reading text (e.g. language patterns; word order; understanding of how prefixes, suffixes, verb endings, contractions and compound words effect/change the meaning of words in text)

· Uses basic elements of phonetic analysis (visual cues) to identify unknown words when reading text (e.g. sound/symbol relationships, onsets and rimes, blending, segmenting)

· Uses knowledge of basic word families and word patterns to identify unknown words

· Cross checks meaning, structural, and visual cues to identify unknown words

· Uses a variety of sources to build vocabulary and to construct meaning from text (e.g. structural analysis; word wall; context clues; dictionaries; glossaries; knowledge of homophones, synonyms and antonyms; technology)

· Demonstrates fluency in reading grade appropriate text (e.g. reads phrases rather than word-by-word, attends to punctuation)

	Constructs Meaning From A Variety of Text 

At Second Grade or Higher Level 

	· Reads to confirm predictions about text
· Uses prior knowledge to construct meaning from text

· Identifies connections between characters and events in literature with people, events, and experiences in own life

· Identifies and discusses the story elements in a literary text (setting, plot, characters, problem(s), events, solution(s)/resolution)

· Identifies similarities and differences within literary and informational text and across texts (e.g. characters, problems, solutions, events, theme, content)

· Identifies the main idea or theme and supporting details from literary and informational text

· Summarizes information from literary and informational text

· Sequences information from literary and informational text

· Responds to questions with answers that require support from the text and/or thought beyond the text (e.g. inferring meaning, drawing conclusions, analyzing characters)

· Uses a variety of strategies to determine whether a text is fact or opinion; fiction or nonfiction (e.g. background knowledge, discussion, checking other sources)

· Identifies the author’s purpose with support from the text (e.g. to entertain, to persuade, to teach, to inform)
· Reads literary and informational text(s) for specific purposes (e.g. performing a task, learning a new task, following directions, locating information to answer a question, to determine cause and effect)



	Demonstrates Effective Reading Behaviors

	· Reads, listens to, and discusses text for a variety of purposes (e.g. develop vocabulary, build background)
· Self-selects and reads independently from a variety of genre

· Uses “talk” to gain information, to explain ideas or experiences, to seek answers, and to clarify information

· Participates in group activities (e.g. shared reading, literature circles, discussion groups, literacy activities)

· Identifies personal preferences in literature and other material for listening and reading
