TREASURER REPORT:  K. Van Luvender distributed and explained financial report.

NEW BUSINESS: 

Fundraising Presentation by Donald Satton with E.S. Robbins. They offer deskpads and chairmats with team or individual photographs to sell. Up to 4 teams can be pictured. The 19x24in. deskpads cost $14.50 and suggested sale price is $25-30. The 24x36 chairmat cost is $32 & up. We're interested in this quality product but must discuss how we should best proceed as there is a $25 set up fee for each picture. It's suggested we could sell by obtaining sponsorship with business/es or according to team/teams specific sport.

Mr. Christian: Sister Elaine shared a letter from S. Kidwell and D. Labo requesting the softball concession stand be named in honor of Worm Christian. They'd like to fix up the stand and get two plaques to read : “Worm Shack” and “In Memory of Mr. Ken (Worm) Christian.” We feel this is a wonderful tribute to Worm and agree with these ideas. It is suggested that we have a softball parent help coordinate this project. Thanks, students. 

Holy Hooligans: “Applause” for Mr. Herron and the hooligans! Great atmosphere at the 1st basketball game! It's suggested that parents can take students to John Carroll game on 12/1 at 4:30. 12 passenger vans are allowed but not 15 pass. Students going will be provided study hall after school. 

Coach Hankins' Football Report:  He's recently attended football district meeting in Maplesville and distributed next year's tentative schedule. We're in a new district & it's noted that we are the largest 1A school in the state (1 kid away from 2A). We'll be splitting gate money with ACA, also reducing number of complimentary tickets. There's only one type pass for free admission.

UA Concessions: Soccer is in charge of last game. We'll soon discuss any changes/improvements that may be needed for next year. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Path to Field: Many thanks to ALL who worked so hard on this project. A little more grass & grading is needed on the hillside. Drainage system is in place.
