School Responsibilities

Huguley Elementary will:

1. Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows: Students will receive academic instruction from highly qualified teachers in accordance with the guidelines prescribed by the Alabama State Department and “No Child Left Behind.” Instruction will be provided in a positive and nurturing environment.
2. Hold parent-teacher conferences (at least annually in elementary schools) during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.  Specifically, those conferences will be held at a time to be arranged by the classroom teacher and parent. All conferences will be held at the school in an area conductive to student privacy preferably the classroom. Parent orientation will be held prior to the beginning of the school for all kindergarten students. Parent and teacher conferences for grades K through five will be scheduled within the first month of school. Additional conference times may be scheduled with the teacher as needed during the teacher’s planning period or before or after school at any time during the school year as requested by teacher or parent.
3. Provide parents with frequent reports of their children’s progress.
Parents will receive informal information concerning student progress throughout the school year in the form of phone calls, teacher notes, work folders or student assignment books. Formal student reports will be issued in the form of mid progress report, and student nine weeks report cards.

Information related to the Dibel’s assessment test will be provided three times during the year, August, December, and May. Standardized test results which include the Stanford 10 and the ARMT test will be provided as received from the Alabama State Department of Education.

4. Provide parents reasonable access to staff. Specifically, staff will be available for consultation with parents as follows:  All teachers and staff are available for consultation during their planning period each day. Parents are asked to call the office to schedule a meeting date and time. Additional conference times may be arranged at a time agreed upon by the teacher or parent. These meeting may be held before or after school as needed.

5. Provide parents opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and to observe classroom activities, as follows: Parents are invited to attend a variety of activities which include the individual classroom setting as well as school wide functions. Notice of classroom activities are provided by each classroom teacher. Information concerning school-wide activities are outlined in a monthly school newsletter and are sent home to parents. Parents are also welcome to observe in an individual teacher’s classroom by contacting the office or classroom teacher to schedule a time. a parent workshop will be held twice during the school year to provide additional training for any parent wishing to volunteer in a classroom.
Parent Responsibilities

We, as parents, will support our children’s learning in the following ways:

· Monitoring attendance

· Insure that all assignments are completed as assigned and checked for accuracy
· Provide an environment, which promotes good study habits

· Attend school functions and volunteer as needed

· Participate when needed in helping make appropriate decisions for my child’s learning

· Stay informed about my child’s education and communicate with the school by talking with teachers and reading all information from the school district either received by my child or through the mail

· Promote positive use of my child’s extracurricular time

· Serving on policy advisory groups if possible, such as a parent representative on the Title I Improvement Committee, title I Policy Committee or an other school or district committee as needed


Student Responsibilities

We, as students, will share the responsibility to improve our academic achievement and achieve the State’s high standards. Specifically, we will:

· Do my homework every day and ask for help when I need to

· Read at least 30 minutes every day outside of school time

· Follow all school rules

Additional Required School Responsibilities

Huguley Elementary will:

1. Involve parents in planning, review, and improvement of the school’s parental involvement policy, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way.

2. Involve parents in the joint development of any school wide program plan, in an organized, ongoing, and timely way.

3. Hold an annual meeting to inform parents of the school’s participation in Title I, Part A programs, and to explain the Title I, Part A requirements, and the right of parents to be involved in Title I, Part A programs.
