REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL

I. The General Training Goals 

The goal of this service is to offer art instruction through the 21st CCLC program at Southern Choctaw High School. This instruction will be offered by a qualified art instructor from 3:00 PM to 5:00 PM three days a week, specifically Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday, unless we are notified of a difference by the instructor. The instruction will take place in two (2) one hour sessions held on the specified meeting days.
II. The Target Audiences

The target audience will be students in grades 7-12 at Southern Choctaw High School who participate in the 21st CCLC program from 3:00 PM to 5:00 PM on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. Currently there are 71 students enrolled in the program with an average daily attendance of almost 20 students. Upon completion of this segment of the 21st CCLC program the student should have a basic understanding of drawing and painting.
III. Objectives

During this segment of the 21st CCLC program students will be exposed to various aspects of the world of art. These aspects include, but are not limited to:

A. drawing

B. painting

C. depth perception

D. artistic visualization

IV. Project Details

A. Materials needed by the participants will be addressed by the selected instructor.

B. Analysis of work completed will be completed by the instructor.

C. Projects, group or individual, will be assigned by the instructor.

D. Participants will include students enrolled in the 21st CCLC program at Southern Choctaw High School.

V. Constraints on Budget, Schedule, and Design

A. A suggested budget for the vendor and supplies for this portion of the 21st CCLC program should be not more than $5000.00.

B. The art instruction will begin on Monday, January 10, 2011, and end on Thursday, March 17, 2011. Instruction will take place each Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday between the parameters previously set forth.

C. The art instruction will take place in the FACS room at Southern Choctaw High School. The current plan calls for a selected instructor to be hired to instruct the students with Ms. Jena Perry, or a suitable substitute teacher, being the Choctaw County Board of Education employee present during instruction.
D. The delivery of instruction method will be determined by the selected instructor.

E. Continuation of this program as part of the 21st CCLC will be dependant upon enrollment.

VI. Resources Provided

Resources provided by Southern Choctaw High School will consist of the following:

A. A specific location where the art instruction is to take place.

B. Supplies to be purchased by the Southern Choctaw High School 21st CCLC program at the direction of the selected instructor.

C. Other materials/resources that may be required will be determined through the course of the program.

VII. Criteria for Evaluating Success of the Training

At the conclusion of the program the students will be able to create a work of art either individually, with a partner or with a group. This art work will then be displayed at an art show to be held in conjunction with a parent meeting night.

VIII. Criteria for Selecting a Vendor

The selected candidate will be one that demonstrates the following:

A. Demonstrated previous experience in the field of art/artistry.

B. Previous experience in working with students in grades 7-12.

C. A willingness to be on-site for instructional days that are previously mentioned in this RFP.

D. A willingness to participate in parent activities.
IX. Requests for Vendor Suggestion or Creativity

A. The selected instructor will have academic freedom to use instructional strategies that he/she deems as age and skill appropriate for the participating students.

B. The selected instructor will have academic freedom to select the necessary materials used for instruction.

C. The site director for the Southern Choctaw High School 21st CCLC will work with the selected instructor to insure attendance of students, quality work performed by the students, and location and storage of materials/resources. If other issues arise that need to be addressed the site director will work with the selected instructor to insure all needs are met.

D. Should the selected instructor have other needs/concerns he/she should work with the site director to insure his/her needs/concerns are met.
X. Vendor Instructions
A. Interested vendors should submit proposal addressing items B, C, and D below. This proposal should be submitted via email to Leo Leddon via email at llleddonjr@choctawk12.org no later that Friday, January 7, 2011, and be prepared to begin on Monday, January 10, 2011. 

B. The selected instructor is expected to supply the 21st CCLC site director with a supply list so the necessary items may be purchased.

C. The selected instructor is expected to supply the 21st CCLC site director with a list of specific dates when instruction will take place.

D. The selector instructor is expected to supply the 21st CCLC site director with daily lesson plans for entirety of the period of instruction.
