IT Solutions’ bid for network mainte-
nance was $50 per hour and
$215,228.40 for the equipment mainte-
nance.

Harding said both |tems are
dependent on E-Rate funding. E-Rates
are federal dollars school systems can
apply for based on certdin technology
items that are eligible. School systems
are awarded the discounts based on
the number of free and reduced--price
lunches it provides for its students —
a number than can vary each year.
Jackson County Schools will apply for
an 80 percent discount this year.
