•• A school-based collaborative team designed to meet
the diverse needs of general education students who
are at risk of school failure or dropping out due to
chronic academic and/or behavior challenges.

•• An extensive network of school leadership teams
found in every Alabama public school Grades K-12.

•• An infrastructure that delivers higher quality learning
opportunities through awareness of teacher skills and
presentation modalities needed to encourage students’
best academic effort and appropriate behavior.

•• An individualized student plan that does not duplicate
or supplement plans for students actively served by
other program plans.

•• Reduce referrals to inappropriate programs.
•• Provide every student a chance to succeed.
•• Increase the graduation rate by responding to        
students’ academic  frustrations and challenges.

•• Promote greater parental involvement.

How does BBSST work?
•• Referrals are made for students unsuccessful in
mastering academic content skills for course
credit/promotion and/or who exhibit  behavior
challenges.

•• Teams members write student plans centered on data-
based analyses to determine effective
differentiated strategies matched to the individual
student’s needs.

•• Plans are implemented and progress-monitored in
general education classrooms while determining if
there is a need for referrals to other programs.

•• Team members continue to monitor and adjust a
student’s plan until the student independently achieves
success or the need for referral to another program is
evident.
