TEXTBOOK RULES

SUBJECT:  Rules under which textbooks are issued to students of Leeds City Schools:

I. All textbooks are the property of the State of Alabama.

II. Textbooks must not be damaged.  Some of the damages to textbooks are as follows:

a. One or more pages missing

b. Water-soaked, causing backs and pages to be swollen or molded
c. Physically marked with any kind of pencil, pen, or crayon, etc., on outside of backs, inside of backs, on ends, or on any pages

d. Defaced or marred, such as broken, cut or smeared backs or pages, etc.

III. Penalty for lost or damaged textbooks:

a. The student will pay full textbook price

b. Lost or damaged textbooks from the previous school year must be paid for in full

IV. All textbooks must be returned to the teacher by the student when promoted or transferred.

SCHOOL BUS DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

The following discipline procedures will govern the conduct on all Leeds City School buses:

1. No fighting or hitting others.

2. No profane or indecent language.

3. No weapons of any kind will be allowed.

4. No changing seats or standing while bus is in motion.  Seat belts must remain buckled on buses for handicapped students.

5. No eating or drinking anything while on the bus.

6. No use of tobacco in any form or spitting on floor or out window will be allowed.

7. No throwing objects on, into, against, or out of bus.

8. No putting hands or head out of window.

9. A regular order of seating will be observed as directed by the principal/designee and assigned by the driver.

10. Student will not leave the bus without driver’s consent.

11. Loud talking or yelling between students will not be allowed.

12. When planning to get off the bus at a stop other than the regular stop, the student, upon boarding the bus, must give the driver a note from a parent which has been approved by the Transportation Director.
13. The bus will maintain a regular schedule and will not wait for students.  BE AT YOUR STOP ON TIME.

14. When riding a bus other than your regular bus, you must have written permission from a parent and the Transportation Director.
15. The driver has disciplinary powers which students must respect.  The driver is required to report any unacceptable conduct to the principal/designee.

A student will be taken immediately to the school administrators for fighting or possession of a weapon on the bus.  Citations will be given for the other offenses.  Upon receiving three (3) citations for minor offenses, the principal/designee will take appropriate action.  This may result in suspension from the bus.  These procedures are necessary for the safe operation of our transportation system.  Students and their parents must understand that the privilege to ride a Leeds City school bus also comes with a responsibility which must be shared with our drivers.
