Welcome to first grade!  Avoid the back-to-school crowds and save money.  We have ordered school supplies in bulk at a discounted price.  A donation of $40.00 will cover the cost of your child's supplies, including pencils, and Weekly Reader for the school year.  Please be prepared to pay this in August at Open House.  Checks should be made payable to 'Creekside' or you may pay cash.  

You will need to purchase a book-bag (preferably non-rolling) and snack-bag or lunch box.  Boys need to bring rolls of paper towels and large bottles of hand sanitizer.  Girls bring boxes of tissues, and packages of disinfecting or baby wipes.  Please make sure you put your child's first and last name on any items sent to school.  

     First grade is an exciting time in the world of learning.  Your child had the seeds of reading, writing, and arithmetic planted in kindergarten.  Help the seeds continue to grow by reading to and with your child every day.  The more your child is exposed to language, the easier it will be for her/him to incorporate new skills in reading and writing in the classroom.
