Classroom Observation by Parents of Students Currently Enrolled in the School

Parents of currently enrolled students or prospective students may wish to set up overview of the entire curricular program. Principals should follow the guidelines listed below in responding to requests from parents of prospective students:

Principals should use the following in setting up parent visitations:

1. The parent should: 

a) Make the request to the principal at least 24 hours prior to the proposed visit; 

b) State the purpose of the visit; 

c) Sign in at the office and be escorted to the classroom; 

d) Stay no longer than one class period; 

e) Refrain from engaging the attention of teacher or students through conversation or other means; 

f) Return to the office for a brief conference with the principal at the end of the visit.

2. The principal or his/her designee should: 

a) Arrange the time and date of the observation with the teacher; 

b) Inform the parent of the arrangements; 

c) Escort the parent to the classroom; 

d) Provide the parent with copies of textbooks and other pertinent instructional materials; 

e) Confer with the parent at the end of the visit; 

f) Parent(s) of only one student should be scheduled to observe at a given time.
