Marengo High School Website Guidelines

Purpose

There are two basic purposes for the District/School websites: (1) to make parents, students, and the community aware of school, classroom, and student activities and (2) to foster communication among those groups.

Website Guidelines

· All subject matter, district-wide, should relate to curriculum, instruction, school authorized activities, school district news or general information that relates to the district’s mission.
· All content should conform to the school board policies, established school guidelines (including Code of Conduct and Acceptable Use Policy), and copyright laws. Content shall not violate federal, state or local laws.

· Web pages should not contain any student personal information such as address, phone number, email address, names of family member(s) or names of friends.

· Passwords are to be kept confidential and should NEVER be shared with students.

· Parental or guardian approval is required before student photographs are posted to our website.

· Pictures of elementary students should not include individual names. Pictures of secondary students may be identified by first name only.
· Student work should be identified by first name only. If two students in a class have the same first name, they should be identified by first name and last initial.

· Web Administrators should make a reasonable effort to insure that the posted information is kept up-to-date, that links to other sites are still active and that content on the remote site is still appropriate.
Classroom Webpage Guidelines

District Minimums
· Each teacher must post a minimum of his/her education/experience and a brief bio, in bullet format, to their classroom webpage.

MHS Minimums
· Classroom rules

· Posting the syllabus and/or calendar

Other Suggestions

· Posting homework assignments (Helpful statement: The assignments posted on the site are to serve as a guideline for parents. Students are responsible for keeping up with daily assignments and announcements made in class.)
· Weekly newsletters

· Useful links to Internet resources that would add value to a student’s learning experience
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
