Pyramid of Intervention

· The Pyramid of Intervention is required for students struggling academically and behaviorally. 
· A teacher must implement Tier I and Tier II interventions before a referral is accepted by BBSST. Students in Tier I and Tier II are not placed on the tracking log, and the BBSST referral pages are not completed. 
· In Tier I and Tier II, teachers will be required to document the following: 
1.  Indicate the selected intervention(s) from the appropriate tier and beginning date,
2.  Maintain the strategy for a period of no less than 20 days (split block) and 10 days (regular block), and 
3. Record the effectiveness and the end result of the intervention must be data driven).

· If Tier I strategies are unsuccessful, progress to the more individualized Tier II strategies. If Tier II strategies are unsuccessful, progress to Tier III. Documentation must be attached to support Tier I and Tier II interventions.

· A parent's request waives Tier I and Tier II interventions.
