All Classes

Activity: About the International Day of Peace and the Peace One Day organization (attached)

II.
English, History, and Elective Classes 


(and any others who would like to participate in addition to the designated subject activity)

Activity: A Peace Wall

Students will use the outside bottom of a shoe box to display one of the following:

1) 
“To me, peace is…………”


Students complete the sentence with their own personal definition of peace.

2) 
“My hope for peace is……….”


Students complete the sentence with their own personal hope for peace.  This can 
be peace for a person, 
peace for a country, peace for a situation, etc.

3)
“My picture/vision of peace is…….”


Students leave the sentence INCOMPLETE and provide a visual representation of what they view as 
peace.  It may be 3-dimensional as long as it is attached to the bottom of the box.

Have students bring in shoe boxes in decent condition.  You may choose to get bulletin board paper or use your own paper for students to use in making the display area on the bottom.  They may cover the sides if they wish but it is not necessary.

English Classes

Activity Option 1: Ideas About Peace (attached)

Students will categorize each of the statements about peace as falling into one of three categories.  This can be done as a worksheet, as a group discussion, or students can cut and paste the statements onto pages identified as the three categories.

Activity Option 2: The Poison Tree (attached)

Students will read the poem by William Blake and answer guiding questions.  This may done as individual work, in small groups, or as a class.
