English 11 Requirements

1. Attendance: I realize that you have personal commitments, other classes, and social events; nevertheless, you have made a commitment to this course. It is your responsibility to manage your time and decide what you can handle. If you are sick or have sports/ performing arts /JROTC events during this class, your top priority will be to complete make-up work immediately.  There will be no assignment to compensate for missed discussion or group participation. 
2, Supplies:

2  3-prong folders (1 will be for journal, 1 will be for research paper)

2. Make-up work: You have two days per day for excused absences from the date of your return to make up missed work. I expect you to keep track of your deadlines and what you have missed. Work that you “just forgot about” or did not feel like doing at the time will not be accepted. See me after class or during conference hours for make-up work. If you know you will be absent ahead of time, see me to get your work before you leave. Make-up work is for excused absences only; you must present me with your excused absence card upon return in order to receive and turn in work. 
3. Grades: All assignments are worth 100 points; however, assignments are weighted as follows

Tests / Essays                   60%


Quizzes / Class work         30%


Homework                         10%

4. Late Work: Late work will be accepted with a 25% penalty, per day.
5. Revision: You will have the opportunity to revise selected essays. Revised essays are due one week from the date the essay is returned. The maximum percent a score will be raised is 10%, however failing papers maybe rewritten for a maximum score of 65%. Revised essays should always be accompanied by the original when submitted for a higher grade.

6. Format for written work: Take-home essays and other writing assignments (unless otherwise specified) should be typed, preferably on a computer to aid revision. If you do not have access to a computer, please let me know. Documents must be double-spaced, typed in 12-point Times New Roman font, printed in black ink, and titled. The margins must be set to 1 inch. On all work, the heading-- name, date, period-- must be in the upper right hand corner of the first page. On handwritten notes or other assignments, I expect neat, legible handwriting or printing in black or dark blue ink only. 

7. Plagiarism: I am aware that, via the internet and former students, opportunities exist for plagiarism to occur. A plagiarized assignment will receive a zero, with no opportunity for make-up. Repeated and / or egregious offenses will be reported to parents, administration, and quite possibly to the colleges you have applied to. Trust me, it is not worth it. Similarly, it is okay to check sites like sparknotes.com occasionally if you are stuck on a particular question, but do not let these sites do your thinking for you.
8. Conferences: All students, particularly those who receive low scores on written work, are encouraged to meet individually with the teachers for extra help. Make up essays and tests will be made up the first day back from an excused absence. Assignments missed due to an unexcused absence or suspension will receive a zero.
9. Assignments Outline: You will receive a monthly calendar of assignments; this will help in your planning long-term assignments, such as your research paper. This calendar will also be posted on Mrs. Bateman’s Murphy Teacher’s Page.
