If you try to log on to STI classroom program and you get these errors:
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Then your computer is not mapping the drive where STI is located.
1. Make a note of what drive letter your computer uses to connect to STI.  ___________

2. Click on START

3. Click on LOGOFF

4. Make sure your Network ID (username) is correct

5. Type in Password and click on OK

6. Now try STI Classroom Program Again.

Did Not Work?  Then, (WINDOWS XP USERS PLEASE GO TO END)
1. Right Click (this means click on the right mouse button) on NETWORK NEIGHBORHOOD (located on your desktop) 
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2. In the selection offered, click on MAP NETWORK DRIVE

A window similar to the one below will pop up.
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3. A screen may appear asking if you would like to change the drive to the path you just type, Click YES

4. The SSTS2 folder may open.  If it does EXIT out of it.

5. Now attempt to start STI Classroom again.  (If it does not work again, contact office.)

WINDOWS XP
1. Click on START button

2. Click on MY COMPUTER

3. You should now see a network icon with a RED X through it, Double click on it.

4. If it opens then your problem is solved if it does not, then click on TOOLS, then MAP NETWORK DRIVE.
