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Unusual Scholarships 

Scholarship for Left-Handed Students
The only scholarship for left-handed students is the Frederick and Mary F. Beckley Scholarship of up to $1,000. This scholarship is awarded to left-handed students who will be attending Juniata College. This scholarship is only available to students who are enrolled at Juniata College. For more information, write to Office of Student Financial Planning, Juniata College, 1700 Moore Street, Huntington, PA 16652. 

Duck Brand Duct Tape Stuck at Prom Contest
The Duck Brand Duct Tape Stuck on Prom Contest is open to students age 14 years or older who are attending a high school prom in the spring. US citizenship is required. Entrants must enter as a couple (two individuals) and attend a high school prom wearing complete attire or accessories made from duct tape. The submission must include a color photograph of the couple together in prom attire. The first place prize consists of a $2,500 scholarship for each member of the winning couple and a $2,500 cash prize to the school that hosted the prom. Other prizes include $1,000 for second place, $500 for third, and Duck Tape sportswear for honorable mentions. The winning couple will be selected based on a variety of criteria, including originality, workmanship, quantity of Duck Tape used, use of colors, and creative use of accessories. The Duck Tape contest web site includes photographs of the winning costumes. 

Scholar Athlete Milk Mustache of the Year (SAMMY) Award
The Scholar Athlete Milk Mustache of the Year (SAMMY) Award is open to graduating high school senior scholar athletes. Candidates must demonstrate excellence in academics, athletic performance, leadership and community service. Candidates must also be a resident of one of the 48 contiguous states or the District of Columbia. There will be one scholarship of $7,500 awarded to each of 25 regional winners. The whymilk.com web site includes photographs of the 2002 winners with their milk mustaches. 

Collegiate Inventors Competition
The Collegiate Inventors Competition is open to students who have been enrolled full time in a college or university over the past 12 months. Applicants must submit an original idea, process or technology that will be judged on originality and inventiveness, as well as on its potential value to society (socially, environmentally, and economically), and on its range or scope of use. Up to four students may work together as a team, but only one prize will be awarded per entry. The grand prize is $50,000 for the student and $10,000 for the advisor. The web site includes information about the six 2002 winners and streaming video of the 2001 awards ceremony. 

Illustrators of the Future Contest
The Illustrators of the Future Contest is open to artists from all nations. An entry consists of three black and white works illustrating a science fiction or fantasy story with no recurring theme. Entries may not have been previously published. The award is up to $4,000. Additional information can be found on the web site. 

The Fountainhead Essay Contest
The Fountainhead Essay Contest is open to high school juniors and seniors. Candidates must write an essay of 800 to 1,600 words on a topic relating to Ayn Rand's Novel, The Fountainhead. Possible topics can be found on the sponsor's web site. The first prize is $10,000. There are five 2nd place prizes of $2,000 and ten 3rd place prizes of $1,000. 

Little People of America Scholarship
The Little People of America (LPA) association offers the LPA Scholarship for members of its organization. LPA is a nonprofit organization that provides information and support to people of short stature and their families. Membership is offered to people who are 4'10" or less in height. The deadline for the LPA Scholarship is April 1.

Scholarships and Financial Aid

The quest for financial aid for college can seem overwhelming to youth.  There are a confusing number of programs and qualifications.  However, there are a number of resources to help youth understand what type of aid they qualify for and how to obtain it.

There are a variety of websites devoted to financial aid and scholarships on the Internet.  Some of sites are for all students, some are run by certain universities, and some only apply to individual scholarships.  A good place to start is a web-site that will help narrow the field of information.

The three sites listed below provide information and uniquely suited searches that will help start the financial aid process:

FinAid is an example of the essential first stop for students applying to college and looking for financial aid.  The site is divided into the following sections:

Loans – This section explains the loan options available to students, including student, parent, and private loans, and provides links to loan resources.  It also looks beyond college, suggesting innovative ways to pay off student loans.

Scholarships – This section is probably one of the most valuable to youth.  It provides resources and advice in searching for scholarships and warns of potential pitfalls.  Students should start with their FastWeb scholarship search, which will provide a unique list of scholarship options for each student according to their background, hobbies, interests and goals.  

Military – FinAid will link students to the Army ROTC website, as well as those of the US Armed Forces Recruiting Programs and Financial Aid for veterans and their dependents, so students can explore what military aid might be available to them.

Other Types of Financial Aid – This section of the site provides comprehensive listings and links to scholarship programs.  It will help students develop thorough and creative ways to pay for their education, and will point them to other resources.

Forms and Instructions – FinAid will not only get students the forms they need but will advise them as they complete forms that are frequently unintelligible. 

Calculators – Another first stop in the quest for aid.  FinAid’s calculator will give students quick estimates of the amount of aid they will need and how much they can expect.  It also provides accounting tools for loans.

Beyond Financial Aid – Provides links that can get students started with admissions testing and job searches.

( Students should be forewarned that FinAid is riddled with advertisements, so they need to be careful not to inadvertently join a music club or buy a magazine subscription.

While GeoScholarships is not quite as user friendly as FinAid, it provides more detailed and comprehensive information to students and counselors.  The site is a good place for students and counselors to create a long-term plan that will help students pay for college and prepare for college admissions. The site is divided into the following sections:

Scholarship Search Engine – The search engine is quite similar to the one available at FinAid. 

Government Programs – A good resource for most students, this link provides information on federally funded programs, as well as access to information on state education offices.  Users can also search the TRIO database for a TRIO office near them.

Loan Programs – This link will guide students through federal loan programs, and link them to lenders.

Top Tips – Students and counselors can benefit from the wisdom of a College/Career Counselor who has helped garner record breaking scholarship money for her students.

Other Helpful Sites – Students will find addresses of many useful sites.  One to take note of is www.students.gov, which provides much of the government information they’ll need as well as links to government websites, which will help them prepare a plan for college.

Other Sites

Another useful tool can be found by searching for “college scholarships” on Yahoo.  Click on the link to College Scholarships and Graduate Fellowships.  The website provides laundry lists of available scholarships according to rudimentary variables.  A link to each scholarship’s website is also provided.

The tools listed above are only a start to surfing the Internet for scholarships.  They will help you begin to think creatively about the variety of financing options available.  Some more tips for continuing the search:

Use a variety of search engines. 

Always check available links .

Be thorough – you may find the information you need in the most unlikely places. 

Search according to the youth's circumstances – An important aspect of the college admissions process is showing admissions officers what makes the applicant unique.  This is true for financial aid as well; there are an unbelievable number of scholarships available for almost every ethnicity, hobby, college or major.  

Scholarships for Minorities, Women, and Students with Disabilities 

As stated before, there are scholarships available for almost every student’s unique background.  Women, minorities, and students with disabilities have a number of scholarship options available to them, they just need to know where to look.  

If a student has started with one of the scholarship search engines listed above, they should have obtained information on scholarship programs targeted at specific populations.  They can also search other sites for more complete information

NAACP online is a good place for students to get in touch with advocacy groups.  NAACP links will send users to such organizations as the National Council of Negro Women, the National Organization for Women, and the National Puerto Rican Coalition, Inc.  While most of these organizations do not have specific scholarship information, they do provide contact information.  The National Council of La Raza even has an email address dedicated to scholarship inquiries, scholarships@nclr.org.  Most of these groups have a lot of resources at their fingertips, so don’t be shy about contacting them for advice.

Third Wave Foundation Scholarship Program is available to all full-time or part-time students age 30 and under who are enrolled in, or have been accepted to, an accredited university, college, vocational/technical school or community college.


The primary criteria to qualify for a Third Wave scholarship is vigorous engagement in activist work and financial need. The Scholarship Committee prioritizes applicants who have limited access to financial resources and whose civic, community, orcultural work shows a commitment to social justice. Within our scholarship grantmaking, the Woodlake Fund provides scholarships for young women of color who prioritize social justice and the work done in the spirit of justice and equality over academic  performance, and who integrate social justice into all areas of their lives.

 Students applying for grants should also be involved as activists, artists, or cultural workers working on issues such as racism, homophobia, sexism, or other forms of inequality. The amount of each scholarship is decided after careful review of the student's financial aid report.
The number of scholarships awarded depends on the amount of each award. Scholarships range in amount from $500 and $5,000 each. Our deadlines are April 1 and October 1.
DEADLINE: April 1 for fall
ELIGIBILITY:
1. Undergraduate and graduate students enrolled in an accredited university
2. Under the age 30 
3. Demonstrate financial need - Primary criterion.
4. Be full-time or part-time  
5. Be involved as activists, artists, or cultural workers working on issues such as racism or other forms of inequality.
