SCHOOL ARRIVAL

In order to provide for the health and safety of each child, it is vital that the following guidelines are understood and respected:

Students are not expected to arrive at school before 7:30 a.m. each morning.  This information is important to remember due to the fact that faculty and staff supervision will not be available before that time.  The doors will be open at 7:30 a.m. and students will report to their respective waiting stations or to breakfast. 

SCHOOL BOOK BAGS/SHOES
Book bags are to be kept in the student’s locker during school hours.   Book bags  are to be the size that will fit in the school locker.  Book bags will not be allowed in the classrooms or in the halls between classes.  Rolling Tennis shoes and book bas are prohibited.   Special considerations for rolling book bags will be given in certain situations.

SCHOOL PROPERTY

We, at BMS, make every attempt to see that our school is clean, attractive and inviting for each of you.  We expect all students to assist in keeping the school in tip-top shape by refraining from all vandalism and other destruction of property. These damages may be to the school building, library books or textbooks, restroom fixtures, student desks, classrooms, etc.

If and when damage occurs, all possible means will be made to identify the responsible students.  The student(s) responsible and their parent(s) will be asked to pay for damages.  When a group of students are involved, the entire group will share the damage costs.  

Student grade reports and/or transcripts may be held until damages have been paid.

SCHOOL TRANSPORTATION

Students are expected to arrive and depart school by the Tuscaloosa County School bus transportation system or by parent/guardian vehicles. In maintaining our Middle School environment, BMS Students are not permitted to drive any motorized vehicles to or from school or school-sponsored events. Students will not be allowed to change buses at whim or ride other unassigned buses with a note from home unless in emergency situations.

BMS DRESS CODE
    Slogans, symbols, patches, and obscene writings or drawings that are suggestive or disruptive are prohibited.  This includes any T-shirts or other items bearing a reference to alcohol, tobacco, drugs, racism, gangs, sexuality, violence, death, the occult, Satanism, etc.  Due to the controversial and offensive nature of confederate flags, which disrupts the learning environment, clothing or any other items bearing rebel flags are prohibited at BMS.  

    No midriffs may be exposed at any time.  Shorts, dresses, and skirts are required to be at least mid-thigh in both the front and back.  Shorts must be hemmed (no “cut-offs” are allowed).  

    Clothing which is too tight, too short, bare at the sides, “spaghetti straps”, off-the-shoulder tops, low-cut front or back tops, tank tops, muscle shirts, pajamas, sheer or see-through clothing, clothing with holes, or any other clothing that reveals the body in an inappropriate manner is prohibited at BMS.

    No undergarments are to be exposed at any time.  Pants and belts must be fastened at the waist.  No oversized “sagging pants” or “low riders” will be allowed.

Students are not allowed to wear chains or spiked bracelets, spiked necklaces, etc.  Hats, caps, toboggans, bandannas are not to be worn inside the building.

Any other clothing/apparel and/or grooming that distracts or disrupts the learning environment will be prohibited.  For additional dress code regulations please refer to the Tuscaloosa County Schools Student/Parent Information Guide.

ITEMS PROHIBITED AT BMS
Valuable student property does not belong at school.  BMS is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  No item that disrupts the teaching/learning process and/or endangers the school will be allowed. Prohibited items will be confiscated and  students may receive further discipline.  Only parents may pick up confiscated items.  The items that are prohibited at BMS include, but are not limited to the following:

· CD/DVD Players, radios, headphones, cell phones, beepers, electronic games, etc.

· Yu-Gi-Oh/Trading cards, playing cards, balls, toys, laser pointers, finger skateboards, hornets, stuffed animals, blankets/quilts, etc.

· Lighters, matches, tobacco products, mace spray, pornography

· Weapons, fake/play weapons, knives, guns, explosive devices, firecrackers, stink bombs, etc.

· Drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol, medicine, pills, etc. 

MEDICATION

All medicine must be registered in to the school office by a parent.  A form must be completed by parents for medication to be administered.  NO TYPE OF MEDICATION MAY BE BOUGHT, SOLD, OR SHARED WITH OTHER STUDENTS.  THIS BEHAVIOR WILL RESULT IN SEVERE DISCIPLINARY CONSEQUENCES.
