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The New CCI Building Opens! 
Students in Douglas County high schools are now enjoying the beautiful, state-of-the-art home of the Douglas County College 

and Career Institute which is located on the campus of West Georgia Technical College (formerly named West Central Technical 

College).   As freshmen and parents of freshmen, you should begin to plan now to take advantage of the opportunity to earn 

college credit and a specific job skill while still in high school. 

 

What is the Douglas County College and Career Institute (CCI)?  The CCI is a career academy collaboration between the Douglas 

County School System, West Georgia Tech, and the Douglas County Chamber of Commerce.  Students who participate in Dual 

Enrollment receive high school and technical college credit for courses taken at the CCI.   Upon completion of designated 

courses, students can earn technical certificates which qualify them for specific jobs.   Students spend half the day at their 

regular high school and half the day at the CCI.  Bus transportation from the high school to the CCI is provided. 

Who participates in Dual Enrollment/CCI? 

 Students in grades 11 and 12 who are 16 and older 

 Students in good academic standing and who demonstrate satisfactory attendance and discipline 

 Students who have successfully completed prerequisite high school courses
