Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. with all Trustees present except Mrs. Erin Ruhl.
Pledge of Allegiance

Informational Items-
The Superintendent informed the board that our district has been chosen as one of twelve school districts in the State of Idaho to become part of the Idaho Education Network. This will bring broadband capacity to the district to allow video conferencing, professional development and connection to six of the major universities in Idaho. This will take place by August or September. This technology will allow the district to provide dual enrollment and college credit courses for high school students and professional development for teachers, from outlying sources. It is paid for through E-Rate and State Funds. Mrs. Shifflett was instrumental in making this possible. Also, Mr. Kerns has been chosen as one of 25 superintendents in the state to be a part of the Idaho Superintendents Network under the direction of the State Department. This program will provide instructional supervision and training for superintendents within the state. The Terra Nova tests were sent off today and the results should be back by August. Mr. Kerns will know by Wednesday if the district made AYP this year. Finally, the Superintendent will be implementing a dress code for the kitchen staff.

Action Items

Pay Bills-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded a motion to approve the bills as submitted. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Accept Resignations-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mr. Murdock seconded the motion to accept the resignation of Creighton Teter and Susan Kerns. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Open Positions-This item was postponed until after the recess.
Hire Personnel-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to hire Pauline Hutchison for the .7 FTE Kindergarten teacher. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Purchases over $1,000.00-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize payment of $1,750.00 to Brad’s Repair. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved. 
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize the adoption of the Houghton/Mifflin K-5 math program at a cost of $11,769.19 and the Prentice/Hall 6-12 program at a cost of $10,039.46. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mr. Murdock seconded the motion to adopt the McGraw/Hill Environmental Science textbook and purchase 20 copies, in the amount of $1,980.00. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize the adoption of PowerSchool to replace SchoolMaster in the amount of $9,200.00. There was discussion regarding the funding of this purchase. It will be funded by the Title II-D grant. The motion was unanimously approved.

The bond payments in the amount of $190,000.00 and $83,156.25 were approved in the consent agenda.

Discussion of Bond Payments-The Superintendent requested that future bond payments be made by check rather than wire payments.
Superintendent Report-Summer School is going great for students and teachers alike. The Limited English Proficient data and the District LEP plan have been submitted to the State Department. The calendar report has been completed and approved by the State Department. There was discussion regarding makeup days for snow closure.
