Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:03 p.m. with all Trustees present.
Pledge of Allegiance

Approval of Agenda 
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to approve the agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved. 
Approval of Minutes
The following changes were made to the minutes for the June 22nd Board Meeting:

The deductible for the medical insurance plan will be increased from $500.00 to $1,000.00. Board Training

Mr. Kerns presented information to the Board concerning their role in setting policy. Their role is to set policy and then it is the administrator’s role to enforce that policy. There was discussion regarding the need to begin the policy review process and possibly holding several Friday meetings for this purpose. It was suggested that the first step that needs to be completed is to index the current board policies. 

Consent Agenda (Bills/Payroll/Extracurricular) 
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Delegations/Committee/Patron Input
PTO/Booster Report – There was no report. Mr. Kerns will contact a representative of the PTO/Booster organization to see if they would like to attend future board meetings to present their report to the Board.
Policies on First Reading – The New Graduation Requirement Policy was presented to the board. The discussion concerned the change in the number of credits that will be required for the graduating class of 2013. Mr. Kerns presented two separate policies, one for those students who graduate prior to 2013 and one for those students who graduate beginning 2013. Board members suggested that the two policies could possibly be made into one policy.
Superintendent’s Report- The Superintendent reported that he and the Transportation Supervisor have completed the annual bus route inspection. They would like to continue the district practice of courtesy bussing. Mr. Kerns has scheduled a Pre-paid Legal Services presentation for staff members on August 18th and he invited board members to attend. He reported to the Board that the District has achieved AYP status. Finally, there was discussion regarding Terra Nova testing and the possibility of replacing it with some kind of testing that could be sponsored by the 21st Century Grant.
Business Office/Treasurer’s Report-​ The Business Manager reported that the budget is now complete. She has taken over the accounts payable for the Food Services program and she is working to complete the district reconciliation. She is hopeful to have the reconciliations completed before the yearly audit.

The motion was unanimously approved. Dr. Rhodes- Shenton moved and Mr. Murdock seconded a motion to accept all offices as nominated. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Approve Budget FY 2009-2010

Mrs. Ruhl moved and Dr. Rhodes-Shenton seconded the motion to accept the proposed 2009/2010 budget as presented. There was discussion regarding a $3,000.00 transfer from M&O to cover salaries, still leaving the contingency fund the same, and it was noted the Forrest Funds still show a positive balance. The motion was unanimously approved.
