Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:03p.m. with all Trustees present.
Approval of Agenda
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded a motion to approve the agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
New Business

Action Items
Purchases over $1,000-​ Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the purchase of the Renaissance Learning Program through the EETT Grant, in an amount not to exceed $2,700.00.  There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the superintendent to expend $2,800.00 for Vincent Kituku from Title I professional development funds. There was discussion regarding why the fee for this presentation is so high.  The Superintendent explained that it will be a two day presentation and it will involve both students and parents. The motion was unanimously approved. 

Patron Input:
Linda Suim and Paul Lind attended this board meeting to request the board allow our district to join a Collective Cooperative for Cross Country. This issue will be placed on the agenda for the next Special Board Meeting to be held on August 26th, 2009 where it can be discussed further. Board members would like for Mary Frances Small to be invited to attend that meeting.
Personnel Issues (Executive Session)- 
The board moved into Executive Session at 7:01 pm.  Mrs. Ruhl, Dr. Rhodes-Shenton, Mrs. Valantine and Dr. Moffet all voted “aye”.

Open session resumed at 7:22 p.m. 

 Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the following motion - Based upon the Superintendents recommendation the board authorize the purchase of a new district  vehicle to be funded in the following way: $10,500.00 out of maintenance, $2,000.00 out of the 21st Century Grant and $1,804.62 out of transportation funds. Dr. Rhodes-Shenton asked that the record reflect that last year the district spent $10,665.00 in mileage reimbursements. Employees will be asked to use the district car, thus reducing reimbursement costs and in addition, providing the district with a reliable vehicle. The motion was unanimously approved.
Dr. Rhodes Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded an amendment to the motion to direct the superintendent to devise a travel policy that reimburses district employees at a reduced rate if they choose to use their own vehicle, when the district vehicle is available so that we are able to realize the saving from having purchased this vehicle so quickly. There was no discussion. The amended motion passed.
