Policies on First Reading - 

     Policy 708.5 - Early Graduation – Board members, along with the Superintendent, discussed wording options for this policy to insure that it is clearly understood. The Superintendent will present this policy for a second reading at the next regular board meeting.
Policies on Second Reading –
    Policy 708.1, 708.2, 708.3 - New Graduation Policies – ​ There was discussion regarding dates and wording on these three policies. Appropriate changes were made to each policy.  Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to adopt policies 708.1, 708.2, and 708.3 as amended. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Student Delegations – None
Activities Director Report- The Activities Director was not present at the meeting but he has submitted a purchase request to the Superintendent which will be addressed later in the meeting.
Maintenance Supervisor- The Maintenance Supervisor would like to build gables over the East and West sides of the front breezeway. The purpose for this would be to divert run-off from the sidewalks which causes ice buildup in the winter. Board members agreed with his plan. He is also going to check on the price of directional drains to be placed alongside the front sidewalks.
Food Program Supervisor Report- The Food Program Supervisor was not present at the meeting. The Superintendent reported that she is doing a great job and is very meticulous with the districts’ food program inventory.
Transportation Supervisor Report- The Transportation Supervisor reported that driver’s reports have all been turned into the state and the district is in compliance. The State Department’s transportation audit suggested that the busses appearances be maintained i.e. straightened bumpers and fenders. Bus routes will be GPS mapped by Mr. Neves and his science students as per Mr. Kerns request.
District Technology Report- The Technology Director was not present at the meeting. The Superintendent reported that she has been working diligently to update the districts’ website. He also noted that Power School should be up and running by the end of this calendar year.
21st Century Grant Report- The 21st Century Grant Director was not present at the meeting. The Superintendent reported that summer school, which was under the direction of the 21st Century Grant, was very successful. There may be a few minor changes for next year to help things run more smoothly. He also noted that a few parents suggested that summer school include more academics next year. There is a field trip planned for Friday August 7th to tour the Lost Gold Trail. It was also suggested that the grant provide a semester calendar for district patrons.
Special Education Directors Report- The Special Education Director was not present at the meeting. The Superintendent reported that the director is currently up to date with all IEP’s. The physical, occupational, and speech therapy services provided to Clark County students are being outsourced. He stated the 

Special Education Program is sound in his opinion.
Superintendent’s Report- The Superintendent reported that Migrant funding is down this year. He will make inquires as to why this has taken place. As the Districts’ Curriculum Director he reported that most of the new books that were ordered have arrived. There are some Elementary books that have had to be re-ordered.
Business Office/Treasurer’s Report-​ The Business Manager reported that thanks to the combined efforts of Fred Goodworth and Senator Crapo, the district should be receiving around $21,000.00 of refunded tax money from the IRS.

Purchases over $1,000-​ Mrs. Valantine moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to approve the purchase of a three man blocking sled for the football program in the amount of $2,050.00. There was discussion regarding the athletic budget and the ability to pay for a blocking sled. The motion did not pass.
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded a motion to authorize the Superintendent to purchase a vehicle for the school district, with the sticker price not to exceed $15,000.00 before the Cash for Clunkers deal. The final cost to the district will not exceed $10,500.00. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved. 

Bus Routes – Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded a motion to approve the bus routes as presented by the Transportation Director. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
