Informational Items- Mr. Kerns recently attended the Annual Idaho School Superintendents meeting in Boise and he reported on some of the items that were discussed at that meeting. The state now has new middle school requirements which include a credit system. Certain criteria must be met for a student to advance from middle school into high school. Because of this new development, Mr. Kerns will need to re-address the Middle School Requirement Policy that he has been working on. The new statewide high school credit requirements and the new teacher evaluation system model is in place. Our district will design our model after the state model and adopt it for use in our district. Snow removal needs to be discussed at a future board meeting. The Beaver Creek facility will no longer be allowing anyone to reside there thus eliminating the need for a Beaver Creek bus route. The State has informed Mr. Kerns that the district must renew its School Wellness Policy by May 1st, 2010.
