Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve the agenda as amended. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve the August 3, 2009 minutes as amended and the August 11, 2009 and August 26, 2009 minutes as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Mr. Kerns presented information to the School Board pertaining to Open Meeting Law.
Consent Agenda (Bills/Payroll/Extracurricular) 
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Informational Items
Mr. Kerns presented several informational items. There are new nutrition standards in place for the lunchroom. He discussed the code of ethics for teacher dismissals. The District plan for health emergencies. Funding for Middle School sports, presently and in the future. Finally, Mr. Kerns will be attending a Title I and Federal Funding meeting this week as well as the Region 6 Superintendent Meeting.
Delegations/Committee/Patron Input
PTO/Booster Report – Michelle Stewart, President of the PTO/Booster Club, reported on the current presidency for the PTO/Booster Club, their meeting schedule, activities and scholarships.

     Early Graduation-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve policy 708.5 on second reading. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Student Delegations- None
Activities Director Report- The Athletic Director was not present at the meeting but his written report noted the various sports activities that have taken place since the beginning of the school year and the upcoming activities that are associated with Homecoming.
Maintenance Supervisor- The Maintenance Supervisor reported that the summer projects are now complete, with everything going as planned. He presented the Board with information about a proposed drain system which would run alongside the sidewalks on the North side of the MS/HS building. There was discussion pertaining to the benefits, installation, and cost of such a project. 
Food Program Supervisor Report- The Food Services Supervisor reported that all is well in the lunchroom. Once again the District has been awarded a Fruit and Veggie Grant. Mr. Kerns added that the number of students eating lunch this year is up from last year. He noted that he believes this is due in part to the efforts of Lanie Berrett. She has music playing in the lunchroom and has placed flowers on the tables.
Transportation Supervisor Report- The transportation Supervisor reported that with the help of Mr. Neves and his science classes, she is in the process of mapping the bus routes with GPS. Additionally she reported that since housing at the Beaver Creek Facility is no longer available, she has had to review and reevaluate the bussing options. She showed the Board members a map of the proposed changes to the bus route. Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded a motion to adopt the new bus route as explained by the Transportation Supervisor. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
District Technology Report- The District Technology Supervisor reported that the phone system in the MS/HS building went down today. She is currently soliciting information and help to repair the system.

21st Century Grant Report- The 21st Century Grant Director reported on the various programs that are being sponsored by the Grant this year. He is in the process of completing the final reconciliation of last year’s Grant funds. He wants to survey students to determine their needs and interests so that the Grant can meet those needs. He noted that the Grant Advisory Board will be meeting in the next few weeks.
Special Education Directors Report- The Special Education Director reported that things are going well with the Special Education Department. She reported that the District is in year 3 of the file review process. She reported on her attendance at the Edu-Fest conference and she will be attending a 504 Plan conference in November. She also plans to attend the Career Fair in Salmon to see what interests the Special Education students have for their future.
Superintendent’s Report- The Superintendent reported that school is going well and is off to a good start. He stated that the new Math adoption is already making a difference with Middle and High School students. The District has been visited by representatives from the Idaho Education Network and the Idaho Digital Learning Academy. He believes that students in the District will benefit highly from both programs this year. Both ISAT and PSAT/NMSQT Testing are scheduled for October. A copy of the speech by President Obama is available for checkout. Finally, there was discussion concerning Terra Nova testing. The teachers have expressed their desire to no longer administer the test.
Business Office/Treasurer’s Report-​ The Business Manager reported that the audit process has now begun. She attended an IBEDS conference and received some helpful information.

Purchases over $1,000-​ Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded a motion to authorize the purchase of a tuba in the amount on $2,195 from funds already received from the Chesbros and Albertsons foundations. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded a motion to authorize the Technology Supervisor to purchase Microsoft XP licenses for $2,700.00, upgrade teacher stations for $4,200.00, and purchase 5 classroom projectors for $4,500.00. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved. The purchase of 6 laptop computers and software was postponed.
Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded a motion to authorize the 21st Century Grant Director to purchase a rack and play equipment for Lindy Ross in the amount of $1,800.00 plus shipping. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Mrs. Ruhl moved and Dr. Rhodes-Shenton seconded a motion to approve payment by the Business Manager to Brads Repair for $1,500.00 for annual bus inspections. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the Athletic Director to purchase various supplies for the athletic department in the amount of 

$2,175.31. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Policy Goals – There was discussion regarding the process of updating the District Policy Manual. Policies will be reviewed/revised a section at a time. The policies will be put on a rotation cycle. There was also discussion regarding putting the policies on the Website when everything is in order.

Substitute Teacher Pay- Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the Superintendent to set a salary schedule for substitutes reflecting the fact that degreed substitutes receive $75.00 per day and non-degreed substitutes receive $65.00 per day. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
