Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:01 p.m. with all Trustees present.
Pledge of Allegiance
Board Training

Mr. Kerns continues his training on Open Meeting Law. There have been changes made to the law concerning agendas, minutes, and executive sessions.
Action Items
Open Bids for New Telephone System-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize the Superintendent to contract with Mud Lake Telephone for their temporary phone system. In the meantime the Superintendent will work with them to pursue a proposal for the PBX system in March. Discussion on motion ensued. Motion was withdrawn by Dr. Rhodes-Shenton.
Purchases over $1,000-​ Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the Superintendent to purchase Net Books for the teachers, in an amount not to exceed $5,200.00. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
*Members of the Board requested to have board packet information made available to them electronically, as well as being mailed to them. It was suggested that this information be made available through the District’s Web Site.

Open Bids for Snow Removal-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to open bids for snow removal. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

*Mr. Kerns was asked to check into Idaho Code to determine if bids for outside services must be re-bid each year or if they can be a multi-year bid.
Pay Bills-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve the bills as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Approve Early Graduating Student-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to accept the Early Graduation Application from Carissa Killian. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved

Fund Middle School Sports- Due to the fact that the State 21st Century Grant Administration reversed its position regarding funding Middle School Sports,

 Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion for the District to fund  Middle School Sports in the following manner; $1,000.00 to come from the Interscholastic Sports assistant coach set aside in the budget and $3,000 saved in the purchase of propane this year. There was discussion regarding the assistant set aside funding in the budget and being assured that it will not be needed for other sports in the future. There was no further discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
*Mr. Kerns asked permission from the Board to pursue a Grant opportunity through Liberty Mutual Insurance. It requires parents and coaches to take a 45 minutes training session on the Liberty Mutual Insurance web site. The available grant amount is $2,500.00.

Adjust 21st Century Grant Funding- Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion for the board to authorize the 21st Century Grant Director to re-allocate money previously dedicated to Middle School Sports to the following areas; $3,000.00 to afterschool and Friday bussing, $3,000.00 to personnel and $2,000.00 to supplies. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Terra Nova Testing-Dr. Rhodes-Shenton moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion that the Board authorize the Superintendent to drop the requirement of the Terra Nova test at the end of the year with the understanding that the superintendent leads the district in the development of essential standards at every grade level with end of course assessments for those subjects not covered by the ISATS. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

The problem seems to be centered in the Middle School. Free H1N1 Vaccine will be provided through the EIPHD. The upcoming newsletter will contain the District’s guidelines for preventing the spread of the flu. Mr. Kerns attended the Federal Programs Director meeting in Boise last week. He will be meeting with the District 6 Superintendents tomorrow.
