Call to Order

Meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. with all Trustees present except Dr. Rhodes-Shenton.
Pledge of Allegiance

Presentation of Plaque

Approval of Agenda 
Mrs. Whittier moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to approve the agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved. 
Approval of Minutes
The following changes were made to the September 23rd minutes: Pg. 1 under Purchases over $1,000.00, 1st sentence was changed to …in an amount not to exceed. Mrs. Ruhl moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to approve the September 23rd and October 5th minutes as amended. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Board Training

The Superintendent presented information to the Board concerning closing school due to a health emergency. There needs to be 25% of the students absent to justify closing school and a Special Board Meeting would be called to declare a school closure.
Consent Agenda (Bills/Payroll/Extracurricular) 
Mrs. Ruhl moved and Mrs. Whittier seconded the motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Informational Items
There was discussion regarding an exhaust system for the shop building. Mr. Kerns will seek bids for the system to be presented to the board for approval. Mr. Kerns will have another Early Graduation Application ready to present to the board at the next board meeting.
Delegations/Committee/Patron Input
PTO/Booster Report – Michelle Stewart reported on the many Halloween activities that were available to the students. The room parents made sure that there were fun & spooky parties at the elementary this year. The Halloween Spooktacular was well attended. The 21st Century grant sponsored a pumpkin carving contest and the pumpkins were displayed during the Spooktacular. Also, the children (K-5) in the after-school program learned “The Thriller” dance and performed it during Spooktacular. Mrs. Stewart thanked everyone who helped with time and donations. Jenny Kerr has taken over the Box Top program and plans to have a contest next semester to encourage more box tops to be turned in. This will be a fundraiser for the PTO.

Student Delegations- None
Activities Director Report- The Principal/Activities Director reported that all of the fall sports teams, both middle school and high school, have done well this year. The High School Volleyball team took 2nd place in the District Tournament. The High School Football Team took 2nd place in the Montana Western Conference. The Middle School Volleyball and Football teams did exceptionally well this year by winning the majority of their games and playing a lot of kids in the process. On October 21st grades 1-12 attended a play at BYU-I. It was a very fun play and the kids were very well behaved. On October 29th many high school students and teachers attended much of the day at the community center where Governor Otter hosted “Capitol for a Day”. On October 29th Lindy Ross performed their Rocktober. It was great to see all the kids having fun and showing off their talent.
Maintenance Supervisor- The Maintenance Supervisor reported that the sprinkler system has been winterized and turned off for the year. The John Deere mower is being readied for use this winter with the sweeper attachment. The loose light fixture in the Lindy Ross multipurpose room has been repaired. It was noted that the Lindy Ross multipurpose room is sometimes cool. The Maintenance Supervisor checked the heating system and it appears to be intact. When the school was added onto some of the system was terminated. To reinstall heat in the multipurpose room there will need to be a new compressor, possible lines, and the motors will need to be checked. Most of the teachers say that generally the room is not cold enough for heat. The downside of heating the room is that the duct work runs through the kitchen, which would make it very warm in a room that is already warm. Finally, the Maintenance Supervisor noted that the new trees survived the summer well and he will take extra precautions to not plow snow towards them this winter.
Food Program Supervisor Report- The Food Program Supervisor reported that all is well in the lunchroom. The lunch count was down due to all of the illness within the District but it now seems to be on the rebound. There have been many compliments about the new food and the salad bar. 
Transportation Supervisor Report- The Transportation Supervisor reported that the bus routes are going well. The ridership count has gone down from 61, taken in April, to 53. This number will change over the school year. She reports the highest count on the SISTR Report. There have been minor repair problems with the buses now that the weather has turned cold. Due to the age and miles on the buses she sees this problem continuing. It is time to start plugging in the buses. The transportation Supervisor asked board members if they wanted the bus drivers to bring the buses to the school to be plugged in or if they could still be plugged in at the driver’s homes. The board recommended that the buses be plugged in at the school.
District Technology Report- The Technology Supervisor reported that the new phone system has been installed. There are a few bugs that need to be worked out but it is going well. The classroom projectors that were purchased through the 2008 EETT Grant have arrived and the teachers will receive training on how to use them. The Technology Director is working to have the board meeting posted on the Districts’ Website. 
21st Century Grant Report- The 21st Century Grant Director reported on the activities this month that were sponsored by the grant. A spirit bus took students to the District Volleyball Tournament in Firth and after the tournament the students traveled to Idaho Falls to go to a haunted house and have ice cream. On Friday November 30th some of the elementary students traveled to Rexburg to experience a straw maze and then came back to Lindy Ross to carve pumpkins. The grant sponsored a pumpkin carving contest at the Spooktacular. Middle/High School students are taking full advantage of the new recreation room equipment both before and after school. The grant director is working with the county 4-H director to plan Friday activities for the students over the next two months. Some of the activities that are being planned are tumbling, sewing, karate, and photography classes. There are also plans to take students from both after school programs bowling, to a Christmas movie and other places of interest and to provide them with service projects. Two weeks ago the 21st Grant Director attended a meeting in Boise for all state grant directors. Finally, he reported that the after school program is running well. Sheree Farr has planned terrific activities and the kids seem to really be enjoying themselves. 
Special Education Directors Report- The Special Education Director reported that due to requirements from the SDE and the Early Childhood Outcome System, the District will be tracking two special needs students who will be turning three within the year.  Both the Report of Children with Disabilities Exiting Special Education and the application and budgets for the 2009-2010 Federal Special Education Funds reports have been turned into the SDE. The completed 504 documentation has also been turned into the SDE. The Special Education Director will be attending several conferences during the month of November. Finally, the two special needs seniors have begun the PLATO Alternative in order to complete their requirements for graduation.
Superintendent’s Report- The Superintendent reported on the Region 6 superintendent’s meeting that was held here at the CCHS library on October 22nd. Many of the superintendents commented on the cleanliness of the building and how the classes ran smoothly while the meeting was going on. There was a Superintendents’ meeting on October 27th  for regions 4, 5, and 6. Region 5 is sponsoring a program referred to as “Total Instructional Alignment”. He would like this district to get involved with TIA in April and work teachers through the process. He will calculate cost information after the Audit. The Superintendent reminded everyone about the upcoming meeting scheduled for November 12th with Dr. Kituku. Finally, he discussed an e-mail that he received from Superintendent Luna. The e-mail included the following information: a grant called ‘Race to the Top’, merit pay for teachers, eliminating the cap on Charter Schools, funding both Public and Charter Schools, and dividing the General Education Fund.
Business Office/Treasurer’s Report-​ The District Business Manager reported that as of this month she will be entering the Food Services information into Budget Manager rather than QuickBooks. She has begun the 2nd phase of IBED’s.

Accept Snow Removal Bid- Mrs. Whittier moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to accept the bid from Triple H Snow Removal. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Accept Bid for School Car- Mrs. Ruhl moved and Mrs. Whittier seconded the motion to accept the bid from Mike Knight for the Buick. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Christmas Party- Mrs. Valantine moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to authorize the Superintendent to organize a Christmas party for December 3rd, to be catered and held in Dubois. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

21st Century Board- Mrs. Whittier moved and Mrs. Ruhl seconded the motion to approve Dr. Moffet stepping down from the 21st Century Board and Dr. Carolyn Rhodes-Shenton taking his place. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.

Purchases over $1,000-​ Mrs. Ruhl moved and Mrs. Whittier seconded the motion to authorize payment to Galusha, Higgins & Galusha for the 2008-2009 Audit for an additional amount of $6,800.00. There was discussion regarding the $10,000.00 that had already been paid to Galusha, Higgins & Galusha. There was no further discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Mrs. Ruhl moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize payment to Brad’s Repair in the amount of $1,525.00. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Mrs. Whittier moved and Mrs. Valantine seconded the motion to authorize the 21st Century Grant Director to purchase from Gopher, Scooter Boards in the amount of $2,383.68 and Leveled Readers in the amount of $2,048.68. There was no discussion. The motion was unanimously approved.
