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Prescription Medications- doctor ordered medications that must be given during school hours for a child to function at school.  These meds include, but are not limited to asthma inhalers, ADD meds, insulin and topical medications.  Antibiotics are to be given at home unless a noon or pre-dental dose is ordered.  Please be aware that a Medication Form must be filled out by the parent and signed by the doctor before any medication can be administered at school, in the absence of a parent.
OTC medications-over the counter medications such as Tylenol or Motrin should not be kept at school.  Please try to administer a dose while your child is still at home.  Please call Kim at 928-7249 if an over the counter med needs to be given in order for your child to attend school.  Again, a Medication Form will need to be completed.

Parent Responsibilities-all medications must be in the original container.  Do not send medications in zip-lock bags.  The Medication Form must be completed as well.
