Debra Bunce remarked that the new home fields will most likely encourage more students to sign up for those sports.  

Bridget Pelham asked about the new point system that will be part of the Teacher Evaluation System and if there was a set policy to adhere to.  Mr. Wiktorko said that part of the assessment will be set by SED but that most will be set by the local districts.  He said that our district already has in place Teacher Improvement Plans and the Excellence in Tenure policies that the district already adheres to.
Teri Martin asked Ms. Scarey how she liked the "Imagine It" program.  Ms. Scary remarked that she loved it and that she could see improvements in reading.  Bridget Pelham said that she loved her new "Kaleidoscope" program because it raised children's self-esteem and made them more confident.  Mr. Haltermann commented that the dates for the scoring of the ELA have been changed and that the results will not be received by the school before year end.  Ms. Scarey said that that was very disappointing because it did not allow time to celebrate the student's successes.
